 DESCRIBE WHAT YOU ARE OFFERING: Be sure to make as thorough a description as
possible, especially as we will be posting many of the items on the new cMarket online
system this year, e.g. roast duck dinner for six, romantic hideaway weekend in Eureka
Springs, two hours of labor in your yard or garden, etc. In other words, if you are hosting
an event, you need to specify how many people can attend. If you are providing a service,
you should indicate how many times it can be “sold”, e.g. clean garage—two times;
babysit—3 hours, 2 times; Hawaiian dinner—six guests, etc.

* Onan event, it is helpful for you and your buyers if you are able to specify a date.

* Please provide a picture if possible, or let us know and we can arrange to have a digital
picture of the item taken.

*  When assigning “market value”, be fair to yourself. What would your donation typically
cost if you purchased it in the community?
