Classes on education,
awareness, prevention and treatment of HIV/AIDS were taught to grade levels 6, 7 and 8.
These children are the most educated members in their families and were encouraged to
share this information with their parents and relatives. This summer, Morris will be of age
to receive these educational classes.

In addition to education, the volunteers are able to provide very basic medical care, and
more serious cases are given funding to go to dispensaries or hospitals. An HIV + support
group has become an established part of village life. The fact that such a group exists in
these villages is amazing because in the past there has been such a stigma attached to
HIV+ status.

This summer 6s visit wildl i nclude personal
will be collecting notes, cards and pictures for Morris from all of you who would like to

send him a special message from All Souls. They will be delivered to him this summer
when the annual trip from the US is made.

Again, thank you All Souls Kansas City for making the difference in the life of one child,
Morris Charo, who is victimized by the global HIV/AIDS pandemic.

Financial Update from the Church Treasurer Walt Wells

All Souls appears to be a healthy church this year. We are paying our bills on time and
members are continuing to fulfill their pledges. Funds are available to pay out all
current obligations.

At the halfway point in the church fiscal year (12/31/2009) we had an excess of income
over expenditures of $16,045.

January has been slow as is historically the case and as of 1/31 we are close to where
we should be on collected pledges. Overall expenses are being held below budget.

Fund Raising has generated nearly 25% more than the amount anticipated in the
budget. We are so grateful to all those who have worked so hard on this committee.

Simpson House is slightly negative for this January, but was ahead for the first six

months of the year. This is a slow time of year, and there is concern from the Finance

Commi ttee as to whether the $18, 000 projected in
operation is possible. Church Rental income has also been weak this year.

Some quick calculations of the Finance Committee suggest that in the worst scenario, it
is still possible to run a $5,000 to $10,000 negative year so income needs to be
encouraged and expenses held in check.
