Goodwill and Accountability

I find the All Souls covenant i nspi
church. o That first |ine establishes}|
an expression of commitment to staying in positive relationship, to working out
any differences. And besides being inspirational, it is, of course, aspirational.

Just as our UU principles are values to which we aspire, All Souls members
aspire to create a congregational culture that beams out photons of goodwill.
Sometimes we fall short. But if the covenant is to be more than just pretty :
words, we must treat it as a real goal. That means working at it: thinking about how to get from here
to there and what to do when we fall short.

One of the ways we protect this beloved community from a failure of goodwill is to structure good
process into all our systems. From a structural view, the elements of good process are

(2) clarity in delegation of responsibilities and authority;
(2) respectful communication; and
(3) accountability.

If a person or group is responsible for carrying out a task, the delegation of responsibility must be
clear and must include sufficient authority to do the work. People have to talk respectfully with one
another about how things are going. And the responsible person or group must be accountable to the
community for the quality of the work.

What does accountability mean? The congregation defines its mission and elects the Board. The
Board sets goals each year to support that mission and is accountable to that mission. The Senior
Mi ni ster and the Board establish the mi ®dibahpaid 6
and volunteerd set goals and make plans to support the mission. And everybody in the system period-
ically lets everybody else know where things stand, so that our work together supports the mission.

We often think of accountability as top -down scrutiny. But accountability is a two -way street. As
Senior Minister, | supervise staff, yes, but | also need to hear from staff if our goals and plans need a
course correction. | have to give the Board my assessment of how our work together is going. We all
have to talk about these things, without defen
making the progress we hope to make /n support of the mission. Accountable conversation builds
goodwill.

Good preaching
furthers our shared mission.

Accountability, that two -way street, requires dialogue: well-managed, face-to-face, open-ended
conversation. This is how we build our beloved community. Gooawill is the spirit of this church.

She was
arrested for nonviolently blocking the entrance at New York Air Guard’s Hancock Field to
urge the grounding of drones flown from there for assassinations and bombing runs in
central Asia. She is the co-author of the book Dissent: Voices of Conscience.
